The aromas are echoed in the 
flavors and the palatehas soft, rounded edges, and a medium-full 
density. The finish is long, flowing, and generous with mulberries, 
blueberries, cocoa powder, and vanilla.” 99% Zinfandel, 1% 
Petite Sirah – all from one vineyard, the Renwood Ranch, on Bell 
Road, in Plymouth, Amador County, California. Drinkable now, 
and even better in 3 years, or hold for up to 7 years for a fully 
mature Zinfandel experience.
